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WHY AFFILIATE TO DORSET YOUTH ASSOCIATION? 
DYA was established in 1943 and since that time has provided support for youth clubs and groups in Dorset.  The Association has throughout this time changed and developed the services on offer to meet the changing needs of children and young people, volunteers, clubs and groups and many funding providers.  Its mission remains ‘to improve the quality of life for children and young people in Dorset’.
Our core work of supporting youth clubs and groups continues to be a high priority, and the vast majority of funding has been attracted to enable us to continue to provide this support for a further year.
DYA has a legal and moral responsibility to ensure all young people coming into contact with clubs and groups affiliated to the Association, are safeguarded from harm and we take this responsibility very seriously.  Therefore we endeavour to provide support for all clubs and groups to ensure that they are able to operate to the highest possible standards.
WHAT SERVICES AND SUPPORT ARE ON OFFER?
As a minimum DYA will offer:
· Community consultation and support for volunteers who wish to establish new youth clubs or groups

· Support and advice on establishing a group and writing  or updating a constitution
· Help and advice on writing and updating policies and procedures
· Access to specialist training; e.g. Safeguarding, First Aid (A small charge may apply for some courses)
· Daytime helpline 9.00 – 4.00pm Monday to Friday
· A dedicated new member of staff to visit and support clubs in their communities

· Weekly e-bulletin with information on: youth issues in Dorset, within the region and at a national level, best practice, training and funding opportunities
· 6 weekly Newsletter
· CRB Disclosure and support - completed in your community
· Access to a low cost insurance scheme

· Access to Dorset County Council equipment and minibuses

· Affiliation to the national charities UK Youth and Clubs for Young People

· A programme of positive activities for children and young people

In addition to the above, the new Project Worker will be required to develop a volunteering network. The purpose of this is to compile a data base of people who are CRB cleared and able to offer emergency cover for clubs, to provide activities in local communities and to contribute to the DYA annual activity programme.
